1. People in receipt of DSP payments need to provide evidence of eligibility including a recent 

payment receipt (within the last month) and/or a letter from the DSP verifying receipt of payment 

2.  A Literacy Practitioner Subsidy is available to those working within Adult Literacy Service & 

need to be delivering a minimum number of teaching hours per week (hpw) as follows: 

▪ L6 programme: 2hpw 

▪ L7 programme: 4hpw  

▪ L8 programme: 8hpw
